● 111 dwelling units 
● 133 acres developed/impacted

○ Prime farmland
○ Serpentine grassland, endangered species habitat (CRL frog) 
○ Riparian, Oak woodlands
○ Bald eagle nest

● Natural Hazards
○ very high fire, landslide, liquefaction, seismic zones
